By virtue of
submitting an entry, the entrant certifies the work as his own and permits the sponsors to reproduce all or part of the entered material free of charge for publication and/or
display in media related to the exhibition. This may include low resolution posting on a website. The exhibition assumes no liability of any misuse of copyright. Images
may be altered, either electronically or otherwise, by the maker and artwork or computer graphics created by the entrant may be incorporated if the photographic content
predominates subject to divisional restrictions. All final work must be on photographic film, or on electronic file, or on photographic or electronic print material, mounting
excepted.

6. All submitted entries will be handled by us carefully, but we assume no liability for any loss or damage to any entries or related material. Compensation in any form will
not be entertained.

7. All Entrants are entitled to receive an exquisite Exhibition catalogue. Each additional copy of catalogue is available for USD5, sent via surface mail, paid in advance.

Requirement for Digital Images

1. A maximum of 4 Monochrome or Color Digital Images. The image size should not exceed 1024 x 768 pixels with a resolution of 72dpi in IBM-PC compressed JPEG file
format. The size of each file should not exceed 1 MB. Image can be uploaded at website http://contest.cphoto.net, or submitted by e-mail attachment to the Salon
Chairman at: web@cphoto.org, or on CD-ROM by post to the Salon chairman. The organizer will not be responsible for any computer errors in reading the images. Image
files & CDs will not be returned.

2. File Names (DO NOT USE THE TITLE FOR FILE NAME): The file name coding will be on 10 maximum characters, in 3 parts (xx-xxxxx-x.jpg). Only figures, letters and
minus signs are allowed, and the letters have to be in block letters.

- The first group is the ISO country code in 2 characters, for example, MO for Macau, HK for Hong Kong, CN for China, US for America, and so on.
- The second group is the authoris name truncated to five letters, followed by a minus sign. Example idJohn Smithd can be truncated to fismitho or fjsmitd or fijosmio and etc.
- The third part is the sequential number for the photo, 1 to 4, according to the Entry Form. Lastly followed by f.jpgo.
