REGULATIONS
Participants:  Amateurs and professional from around the world.
Disciplines:    Digital format.

                      Monochrome or colour.
Subject:  One subject only, LIGHTHOUSES (marine signals). From anywhere in the world.  The photos must have documental characteristics. 
No manipulations or deformations to the photos will be accepted.
Photos:  Without limit of photos.  
For correct documentation we recommend you include the name of the lighthouse, the address and if possible the lighthouse coordinations, which will be included along with the photo in the book which will be published. 
Foto-Film Calella will not be responsible for any conflict which may arise over the rights of image of the photos presented.
Size and presentation: Digital format; two photos of each image in different folders.  The folder from each author will contain two folders, one with all the LOW images (72ppi) for the verdict in format JPG, 1.024 pixels long if the format is horizontal or 768 pixels high if the format is vertical, and another with the images HIGH (300ppi) in order to allow the maximum quality for possible publication in format TIFF o JPG, of 2000 pixels at least on the smallest side.
Identification:  The digital images must be sent in a folder identified with the name of the author as stated on the inscription sheet.
Participation rights: European entrants, 15 € or 20 $ USA.
                                 Other countries entrants, 20 € or 25 & USA.
Restrictive participation will be accepted, without any payment.  In which case the images will have the same rights and options for publication, however it is understood that the authors explicitly renounce reception of the commemorative book.
Payment methods: Payment can be made directly in cash or:

Selection: A committee will select the 50 photos for exhibition and publication.  No reclamations will be accepted based on their decision.
Prizes: Exclusively designed commemorative medal for all the authors selected.
Catalogue:  A commemorative book will be edited with the following parts:
· A historical and architectural study of the Calella lighthouse.

· The 50 images selected by the judges.
A copy will be sent to all participants.
Exhibitions:  In order to give the images and the authors maximum diffusion the selected photos will be shown during 2009 at different events.
Reproduction of images:  It is understood, unless stated otherwise on the inscription sheet, that all authors authorize the reproduction of images with the object of increasing knowledge about the lighthouses of the world, without limitation of systems and media and will rights of images will not be claimed.  The name of the author and details of the lighthouse will be stated.

Sending of books: During the month of April 2009 the list of chosen images will be included in the web with the images to be published in the commemorative book which once published will be sent to the participants.
Devolution: No digital images will be returned and on closure of the salon will be destroyed.
